 were adopted by all United Nations Member States in 

2015

 universal call to action to end poverty, protect the 
planet and ensure that all people enjoy peace and 
prosperity by 2030

 the implementation and success will rely on all 
stakeholders including the standardization 
communities.
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What are the SDGs?

The 17 SDGs
 have 169 related targets

 are the blueprint to achieve a better and more sustainable future for all, 

 address the global challenges we face: poverty, inequality, climate change, 
environmental degradation, peace and justice, 

 are all interconnected - it is important that we achieve them all by 2030.
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 The European Green Deal is 
putting Europe on a pathway to 
a Sustainable future
 is ‘an integral part of the European 

strategy to implement the UN 2030

 Action: mainstreaming 
sustainability in all EU policies

 Relevance for Standards

 Develop standards that are designed to respond to your context and 
contribute to the SDGs.

 The SDGs should be integrated in all standardisation works.
 Don’t forget that the SDGs covers the three dimensions of sustainable 

development: economic, social and environmental.
